We are pleased to have as our speaker, Rev. Paul Nagano.  Rev. Nagano began his ministry as a twenty-two year old evangelistic preacher at Poston, Arizona.  After a brief time in the mid-west he returned to the West Coast and served a number of congregations.  In 1950, he co-founded the Japanese American Missionary Society, (JEMS), and served as its first executive director.  While working  there, Rev. Nagano worked on his doctorate at the Claremont School of Religion.  His dissertation topic caused him to examine his identity as a Japanese American, and  resulted in a radical change in his theology.  To quote from his recently published autobiography,  “My spiritual journey, across more than sixty years of Christian ministry, has blossomed into a Christianity that is universal, ecumenical, inclusive, and pluralistic”.

In 1989, Rev. Nagano co-founded the Council on Pacific Asian Theology, (CPAT).  A recent program, held at the Higashi Hongwangi Temple in Little Tokyo, involved a program featuring Rev. Noriaki Ito of the temple, and Jongmae Park, a Buddhist, and professor at Loyola Marymount University.
